Guidclines for Contributors

1. Contributions should be in English. 1 not written by a native speaker of English it is

advisable to have the paper checked by a native speaker.

2. All manuscripts should be accompanied by an author’s biographical note (50-75 words),

and an abstract (100-150 words).

3. MANUSCRIPTS should be submitted in triplo, double spaced, with margins of 3 cm at

least, all round. Upon acceptance the author will be requested to send the final version on

disk (preferably 5 1/4 inch disk, using WordPerfect 4.2+), accompanied by one print-out.

Authors yho have no wordprocessor at hand may submil their paper in typescript after

consultation with the Editor.

4. Papers should be reasonably divided into sections and, if necessary, sub-sections.

5. SPELLING should be British English or American English and should be consistent

throughout the paper.

6. Line drawings (FIGURES) and photographs (PLATES) should be submitted as

reproducible originals. They should be numbered consecutively and appropriate captions

should be provided. Refercnce to any Figures or Plates should be made in the main text and

an indication should be given where they should appear approximatcly.

7. TABLES should be numbered consecutively and should be referred to in the main text.

8. FOOTNOTES should be kept to an absolute minimum. They should be numbered

consecutively throughout the paper and the Notes should be listed in a section ‘Notes’

following the main text.

9. REFERENCES: References in the text should follow the style: (Brown 1989: 224-256).

The REFERENCE scction should follow the NOTES and should list all rcferences cited in

the main text. Relerences should be listed (1) alphabetically and (2) chronologically. Names

of Journals should be given in full with page references. Examples:
